Liam Singer is a multi-instrumentalist from Portland, Oregon, 
currently residing in San Francisco.  The Empty Heart of the 
Chameleon is his debut solo album, on which he provides vocals, piano 
and Theremin.  Liam recently completed a national tour with Portland 
band The Scientifics, featuring material from his new album, and is 
currently playing shows in and around the Bay Area in preparation for 
another nationwide tour. 
 
The Empty Heart of the Chameleon is evocative and subtle, 
interweaving influences of minimalism and classicism with a 
traditional songwriting ethic. Accessible, yet musically progressive, it 
weds virtuosity with intimacy and dramaticism with direct sincerity.  
Though melancholy in subject matter, the record is often described as 
hopeful, with a refreshingly direct lyrical style.
